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ABOUT JAM

JAM is a fun and fast-paced speaking game where participants must talk on a
given topic for one full minute. The person who starts must try to keep
speaking without hesitation, repetition, or going off-topic. If anyone notices a
mistake, they can interrupt and take over the topic. This continues until the
one-minute mark. The participant who is speaking in the final second of the
minute wins the game. Stay sharp, speak clearly, and aim to finish strong.

GENERAL RULES
1. Participants will receive a randomly assigned topic on the spot.
2.Participants must speak only in English. Use of any other language will
lead to disqualification.
3.Each participant shall speak on a given topic for a duration of one minute
without hesitation, repetition, or deviation from the subject.
4.The topic will be provided immediately before the participant begins
speaking.
5.Participants are strictly prohibited from using any kind of search engines
6.No participant can request a change of topic.
7.Participants must speak in clear and grammatically correct English.
8.Any breach of the rules, including pauses, irrelevant content, or
repetition, may lead to disqualification at the discretion of the judges.
9.The decision of the judges shall be final and binding.
10.Participants must maintain decorum and refrain from using offensive or
inappropriate language.
11.Timing will be strictly monitored, and a warning bell/ signboard may be
given shortly before completion of one minute.
12.The number of rounds depends on the number of the participants
13.The organizers shall reserve the right to alter or amend the
rules,regulations and procedure of the competition without prior notice.
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PROCEDURE
The winners of the respective rounds will be qualified to compete in the
next higher level.
The first speaker of each round will be selected by lot picking soon after
which the moderator will announce the topic for that round.
As soon as the topic is announced, a common 30 seconds will be given to
all the contestants for mental preparation for the competition.
When the competition starts, the count down for 1 minute will begin.
The contestants can raise their hands for objection during another
participant’s speech.
As soon as an objection is raised, the timer stops. If the judges concur with
the reason stated for the objection, then the contestant who raised the
objection can start speaking for the rest of the time.
Likewise, the last legitimate person talking while the timer hits zero will

score the point for that round and will be qualified for the next level.
